Los Angeles, CA. – We are celebrating the 10th year anniversary of a national movement 
to change the face of television in this country.  In 1999 - 2000, unprecedented 
Memoranda of Understanding were signed among members of the Multi-Ethnic Media 
Coalition (the National Latino Media Council, National Asian/Pacific American Media 
Coalition, the NAACP, and the American in Film and Television) and the four major 
mainstream television networks (ABC, CBS, Fox and NBC).  The Memoranda serve to 
diversify the Networks' workforce and Board of Directors, as well as open up 
procurement opportunities to all people of color.  We consider this initiative a success 
with incremental increases of diversity at each of the Networks.   



  

The 9th annual “Report Cards” will summarize the progress or shortfalls of the networks’ 
efforts to diversify their workforce and increase minority vendor contracts in calendar
